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The article is concerned with the project technology as an important means of forming foreign language
communicative competence of junior pupils.

Project technology is defined as a kind of creative work of junior pupils who, under the direction of a
teacher or independently, learn to create the content of their foreign language learning activities during
the preparation and defending of the selected project.

The scheme according to which the project should be carried out is presented: preparation for the pro-
ject, organization of project participants, project implementation, project presentation, summing up of
the project work.

The main tasks of using the project method at English lessons are considered to be the following: to
demonstrate the ability of an individual student or a group of students to use the school’s acquired research
experience; to realize their interest in the subject of the study; to increase knowledge about it; to demon-
strate the level of language proficiency.

Objectively existing information environment for project tasks is pointed out as books, periodicals,
broadcasting and television, multimedia, global and local networks.

It is underlined that a significant stage in project work is its evaluation. It is extremely important that
the students’ work is evaluated not only from the point of view of linguistic accuracy, but also how creative
and original work is and how much effort was made to implement it.

The examples of projects for primary school pupils according to the textbook “Oxford heroes” have been
examined. Each project has a clear sequence of tasks and aims to enrich pupils’ vocabulary, to develop
their skills of speaking and writing.
