The article deals with the problem of a future musician-teacher's vocal-performing experience formation
and the main ways of its methodological support.

The importance of the consolidation approach as a significant element of ensuring the effectiveness of
forming a vocal-performing experience is emphasized. Realization of the unity of cognitive, evaluative-
interpretative and creative activity of future specialists in the context of the defined approach is substantiated.

The definition of vocal-performing experience of future music art teachers as acquired ways to reproduce
musical images in order to bring them to the audience is clarified. Vocal-performing experience of a future
musician-teacher include musical experience and impressions, performing-interpreting and methodological
knowledge and skills acquired in the process of vocal activity.

In the process of activation of creative activity approaches in students’ vocal training the methods of
development of students' personal properties are vital: aesthetic attitude to reality and vocal art, vocal
abilities, performing and volitional qualities. Students” orientation to the true values of vocal culture is
also of great importance. The formation of vocal and artistic experience is provided by the technique of
actualization of students’ experience related to the perception and active activity in art. The method of
emotional and psychological support promotes the indirect influence of the teacher on the creative emotional
state of the student, his self-expression in vocal art. It should be noted that heuristic methods activate the
student to vocal performance. Heuristic activity has a specificity, which creates a new system of actions
or emphasises on previously unknown patterns, relationships, etc.

The article describes the lyrical song material of Kamianets-Podilskyi region. The most characteristic
accord and intonation peculiarities of folk song creativity are revealed in connection with their content
and genre, as the fullest manifestation of the genre, thematic, style diversity of Ukrainian folk song culture
is impossible without acquaintance with its regional and vocal tendencies. It is emphasized that Podillian
folk songs of the south-western region of Podillia with its historical centre in Kamianets-Podilskyi represent
a special group of Ukrainian songs.

It is known that Kamianets-Podilskyi region is a rich and original place in historical and cultural
terms, its territory was a part of Kyiv Rus. At different times, Kamianets-Podilskyi, as an administrative,
commercial and spiritual centre of Podillia, was conquered by Lithuania, Poland, Turkey, Tsarist and
Bolshevik Russia. Such circumstances influenced the formation of authentic folk song culture combining
the elements of artistic traditions of different people (Lithuanian, Polish, Armenian, Jewish, Moldavian,
Ukrainian), living on the territory. As a result, local styles mixed and formed a single folklore layer, bringing
new rhythms and colours to the foundations of the region’s song culture.
