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Abstract. The article examines the leading trends in the development of the
educational policy of the Republic of Finland in terms of ensuring the quality of school
education. Based on the results of the research, the author analyzes the leading factors
of change that affect the education and research system, in particular: demographic
changes, rising inequality, transformation of labor, economy and business life,
technological progress, environment and climate change, democracy and human
rights, as well as internationalism and global issues.

The interrelationships between the leading factors of change that influence
educational policy and trends in the development of the educational sector in the
Republic of Finland are revealed.

It is determined that the leading trends in the development of school education in
Finland are the modernization of education, in particular its internationalization and
digitalization, correlation of the labor market and educational services, the use of
artificial intelligence in the educational sphere, the involvement of innovative
practices in schools, etc. Based on the analysis of statistical data, an attempt is made
to identify ways to improve the quality and promote the development of Finnish
education.
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The relevance of the study is based on the fact that Finnish education is recognized as
one of the best educational systems in the world, with proven efficiency and
effectiveness, focusing on the quality of education.

Particular attention is paid to the issues of compliance with the trends in the
development of education and the needs of modern society and the country. It is
emphasized that the education system in the Republic of Finland has been constantly
updated over the past fifty years in the context of legislation and general restructuring
of public administration. Attention is paid to the leading policy instruments, namely:
regulatory, resource and information management.

The article analyzes the statistical data of the Official Statistics of Finland on the
population of the Republic of Finland and highlights the risks of population decline
from 2031, which will affect educational policy (number of children, secondary
schools, education expenditures, etc.).

The relationship between inequality in education and social cohesion, trust, in
particular between people and institutions, environmental awareness, social
interaction, inclusion, and civic engagement is revealed.
